· Exact line of path to be agreed on site with the

client and will take account of localised ground

conditions

· Path on western side of the lakes to run along the

line of the old gravel path

· A dry-stacked stone retaining wall to be

constructed on the steep sloped section of the

eastern side of the middle lake. Allow for 50m

length at 450mm height as per section detail.

· The slope gradient on any path section should not

exceed 1:12 and where possible should be built to

1:20 gradient.

· Spoil created from the construction works should

be regraded within Kilminchy Estate park space at

agreed location and re-seeded with lawn seed upon

completion.

· The grass edges along the paths, and any

disturbed areas due to the construction works

should be levelled and re-seeded as required to

leave a neat and tidy finish upon completion.
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
